USE EPDs TO COMPARE BULLS

Examples: Lot 68 & Lot 124

Lots 68 and 124 are very different bulls that would “fit” different customers depending on their production goals, feed
resources and marketing plans. Below is a brief evaluation of each bull with interpretations of some major EPDs and a
final analysis of each bull. Check them out to determine if you evaluate bulls using a decision-making process like the one
described here.

COMMENT: This bull offers “extreme” calving ease and high marbling genetics in offspring with a moderate frame size.
Although the bull does not have the highest growth potential, the high calving ease, maternal traits and end-product merit
place his Retained Ownership Index in the Top 6% and his Combined Value Index ($C) in the Top 1% making him a great
prospect for breeding heifers and retaining daughters.

COMMENT: This is a “pure growth” bull with enough marbling potential to suggest his offspring will produce heavy car-
casses that have the chance to reach the Choice quality grade. The daughters of this sire may be larger and heavier than
average, but the moderate milk EPD could make them more efficient in environments with lower forage availability. Here’s a
bull we would recommend for use on “cows only” that would work well in a herd seeking more pounds to market.
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
